· EDC – District Heating system (Jane Langston) – funding is now available and BPC have registered their support.

· Footway Lighting – EDC are unable to install new light at “Light No.1 outside Elder Howe” as this is a “sole use pole”.   Agreed to wait for any local objections once light removed.  Footway Lighting Scheme  has been awarded to Aptus Utilities, with completion of scheme by end of August.





· Public Toilets –  Draft Conveyance received from EDC.  BPC require Solicitor’s advice. However EDC are unwilling to pay our legal costs.  LH to advise EDC that this might be a ‘deal breaker’.  As BPC are unwilling to sign the agreement until the entrance system has been replaced, Clerk to contact Garry Atkinson for progress update.  Clerk to chase £1000 EDC annual allowance for year 2018-19.

· Footbridge/general: Bridge meeting on 15.5.19. at 6.30 and pre-meeting held 13.5.19.  We will be without a temporary footbridge for approx 5 days due to construction difficulties, but CCC to put on a shuttle bus with journey time of 22 minutes, running from 7am to 7pm daily, during this period.  Work to start on Waterfoot corner temporary car park on 15.5.19.
· Funding – United Utilities have kindly offered £2,500 in sponsorship to the village community which BPC would like to accept and put towards economic resilience.  MM to contact UU.
