7-2019-3109 – Post Office – change of use from A1 to A3 to enable the rear riverside garden area to be used by the general public for the consumption of hot meals and snacks prepared in a converted outbuilding with all associated operational development works.   The owner confirmed with BPC that there had been confusion with LDNPA over need for planning permission, hence retrospective application.  He confirmed that no flood plain had been altered in any way and a flood risk assessment had been done.    BPC: Support.  LDNPA: Approved with conditions.

7-2019-3116 - Howfoot: Demolition of existing dormer bungalow and construction of a new two storey detached house and garage.   BPC:  Neutral – no objections.                        LDNPA:  Approved with conditions.

7-2019-3118 – Hillcroft – Use of land for the siting of caravans, tourers, camping pods and tents for holiday occupation all year round.    BPC:  Neutral.                            LDNPA:

T/2019/0189 – 1 Sharrow Cottages – prune 1 ash (T1).    BPC: Support.

7-2019-3121 – Ullswater House – Demolition of part of rear building and construction of two storey extension to provide additional bedroom accommodation.   BPC:                          LDNPA:

7. County Council & Eden District Council Matters:

· Coach and Bus Schemes –  the pier area is now looking good and Steamers/UU are to look after the area.  CCC have drainage problems in hand.
· Housing needs survey – closing date 25.11.19.
· CCC Working Together – CCC building a number of bespoke draft trial agreements and one developed, plan to return to interested parishes to meet and discuss service in more detail.  Will be back in touch with BPC.
· EDC – District Heating system – ongoing.
· BT Public Payphone removal – As only 8 calls in last 12 months, BPC agreed they have no objection to the removal of payphone.  The use of the payphone box as housing for the defibrillator currently situated at the Pooley Bridge Inn was thought to be unsuitable.  SB to investigate siting of defibrillator on outside wall of Ullswater Steamer shop.

· Public Toilets – MV/DD/Clerk had meeting with Garry Atkinson (GA) 30.10.19. at public toilets.  Clerk to ask GA for detailed list of annual maintenance costs and other costs associated with legal testing requirements etc. and how often checks need to be carried out, e.g. tree survey.   Clerk to get quote from Wellers Hedley (Frances Webster) for legal costs for transfer of toilets.  MV to get quote for turnstiles.

10. Finance: 

i. Receipts:£0.02 interest August/September 2019; £30 donation from the Little family (clearing trees around bench at Roe Head); £91 EDC Footway Lighting Devolution (2 lights in Dacre parish);  RWS Web Solutions £60 refund on contract.
ii. Payments approved: RWS Web Solutions Ltd £144 website hosting May 2019-April 2020.  It was decided not to renew the subscription of £36.00 for Parish Online by GeoXphere Ltd;  
iii. New bridge footway paver sponsorship initiative 

· SB/JR reported that 232 pavers had gone on sale at £275 each, and to date only 46 are left.   Part of the project is a Book of Memories which will be available on completion.  Everyone expressed their thanks and appreciation to Sam and Mark for the hard work they have put into this project.   

· Justin reported that Barton & Pooley Bridge Community Fund is in process of being set up to run the fund, having 5 Trustees, being the current parish councillors.  Application sent to Charity Commission 6.11.19.  Dodd & Co Accountants Penrith acting on behalf of Fund.
· MV having meeting with Barclays 26.11.19. in Kendal to discuss setting up free banking A/C.
· As Clerk cannot get up to date statement over the counter at NatWest (only signatories can access this information), DD or MV to go into bank, with ID, and obtain same so Clerk can reconcile payments into BPC account for pavers.
iv. Temporary 108 Bus Service – for the period 1.10.19.-5.11.19. the charge from Stagecoach will be £252 total, of which BPC will be due to pay 50% (£126).  BPC will pay invoice on receipt and ask for difference from Tirril PC (25%), Yanwath & Eamont Bridge PC (12.5%) and Grant (12.5%).  JR to liaise with Clerk.
v. Clerk’s salary – to be discussed by Councillors.





11. NEW BRIDGE/FOOTBRIDGE:  

· Query why Eusemere Car Park cannot be used for storage of containers  – MM reported that unfortunately this was not practicable.
· Bus service now in operation (see above).

· Resident’s complaint re: parking in centre of village had been followed up by MM, but unfortunately more parking spaces cannot be made available, as they are, at times, already short of working area.
· MV had been to Darwen to see the bridge under construction at WEC Engineering and reported project was on target.

· Village Warden –  DD reported all ok.  MM to look at sign at crossroads and report.
· Recycling centre –  tidy.

still unmarked and considerable amounts of litter in skip, including hoover etc.
· Wheelie Bin in Eusemere Car Park – LH unable to report back.
· Pooley Bridge Events – Winter Droving took place on Friday 25.10.19. and suffered slightly due to poor weather.

· Speed Control in village – traffic surveys (May 24-30th and July 27-August 2nd) results fall below the threshold for enforcement and suggest that there are no significant issues relating to inappropriate speeds or driver behaviour.
· Parking problems Roe Head: MM having meeting with CCC, Liz & Ron Barry, Robert McCosh, on 13.11.19.
· VE Day – Monday 8th May 2020 – possibility of incorporating with a Village Sports Day/Gala Day.  SB/MV to report back.

· Sewerage smells in village – report of smell near Eusemere Drive, but this could be different problem associated with bridge works.  High Street area ok.
· Dacre/Barton parish boundary – em Matthew Neal 26.9.19. registering our wishes.
· Crown Inn – kind offer to supply and plant daffodil bulbs around village.  
· Bench – currently located in Cyril Wilson’s garage, to be moved into Village Hall garage.
